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Creativity has an important role in mathematics as science. However, very little
attention is given to developing and fostering creativity in mathematics as a school subject. In
this paper we deal with some important aspects of mathematical creativity and different ways
of fostering it. Relationship between mathematical creativity, success in mathematics and 1Q
in early grades of primary school is also described.
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
